Lendol loved life and all who knew him will
miss his quick wit and optimistic manner. Lendol's last day on this side of
eternity was filled with visits from a great number of those who knew and
loved him, and whom he dearly loved. His last thoughts were of how blessed



a life the Lord had given him and hopeful wishes for his dearest friends and
family. He leaves behind his loving wife, Linda of the home, His sons Lavern
and wife Christina; Lewane and his wife Dawnya and eight beloved
grandchildren all of Bolivar, his sister Marcelline and her husband lvan
Maddux of Richland and his brother Verval Mashburn of Richland, MO.
