The couple built
a custom berm house, and Marilyn spent every summer 'taming the woods'-
creating beautiful gardens. 
She became an active member of Dunnegan Baptist Bible Church,
considering it her second home. She spent many years there teaching
Sunday School and singing in the choir. As the years went by Marilyn and
Charles enjoyed traveling together, practicing their hobbies, visiting family and
friends and welcoming many grandchildren and great grandchildren. Marilyn
was a Watercolor artist and a member of the Polk Co. Art Association from



1989-2007. She took her work to many shows and enjoyed the comradery of
fellow artist. Marilyn was preceded in death by her parents, her brothers
James Stout and Terrv Stout and her husband Charles. She is survived by her
